PRE-SUBMISSION CONSULTATION STATEMENT - REGULATION 28 STATEMENT 
 
Consultation under Regulation 25 – Pre-preparation stage 
 
Before preparing the Statement of Community involvement, Salisbury District Council consulted with 
the bodies listed in Appendix 1 of this statement over a period from 8th June to 10th August 2005 to 
gather their views on consultation in our area. To this purpose we used a questionnaire which is 
included at Appendix 2.  Furthermore to raise awareness amongst community groups, officers 
presented material to Area Committees and Parish Councils. 
 
178 questionnaires were returned during this period and the main issues raised were set out in 
Appendix C of the Pre-submission SCI (see appendix 3 of this statement) and were used to inform 
the preparation of the consultation approaches set out in section 4 of the final document.   
 
Consultation under Regulation 26 – Pre-submission draft stage 
 
We then prepared a draft SCI, and carried out consultation on this draft for a six week period from 
22nd September to 3rd November. 
 

• The document, including a statement of the proposals matters was available on our website, 
with a statement explaining where and when paper copies of the document were available for 
inspection.  The document is attached as Appendix 3 of this statement.  

 
• Further to this, we placed an advertisement in the Salisbury Journal on 22nd and 29th 

September and in the Blackmore Vale Magazine on 29th September. In addition to this, a 
press release was issues which generated an article in the Salisbury Journal on 22nd 
September. 

 
• We sent copies of the document, along with the proposals matters and details of where the 

documents were available for inspection, to the bodies listed in Appendix 4 of this statement.  
Furthermore, we sent summary leaflets of the document, along with the proposals matters and 
details of where the documents were available for inspection to the bodies listed in Appendix 
5 of this statement. 

 
We enclose a copy of the proposals matters, summary leaflet and the public advertisement in 
Appendix 6. 
 
We received 41 of representations on our draft SCI. We provide a summary of the main issues raised 
and the way they were addressed in the SCI in Appendix 7.
