With more innovative methods of consulting proposed it 
is hoped that the second community plans will reflect the 
issues and concerns of the South Wiltshire residents 
more than ever before.  With a more localised feel it is 
hoped that real grass roots projects will emerge to 
address the priorities highlighted by the Communities in 
each area. 
 
One method being used is the Peoples / Tomorrows 
Voice Road Shows, which will be out and about during 
the summer and autumn.  This interactive system allows 

you to have your say.  Just like ‘Who Wants to be a 
Millionaire’ (without the cash) a handset assists you in 
answering questions about your area and prioritising 
area need.  By choosing A, B, C or D you can play an 
active part in developing your area.

At the July meeting each Community Planner reported on 
achievements since their employment in March and one 
issue raised by them all, and worth highlighting here is, 
that they have recognised the importance of not focusing 
on the title community, by that we mean when we talk 
about Mere we are also including the seven surrounding 
parishes.

So residents outside of 
the title community Downton, Mere, Tisbury, Wilton and 
Amesbury don’t despair as the Community Planner is 
also working for you!
